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According to the Ministry of
Agriculture and Rural
Development, the seafood sector
has made ﬂant leaps and
proved to be highly productive.
The sector used to be only a
small part of the agriculture
industry, but now it's a key
economic sector with huge
export revenues that creates a
lot of jobs and contributes to the
economy. Vietnam is among the
top countries in the world in
terms of seafood production,
processing technology and
export value. However, the
development of the seafood
sector is not carried out well and
is not sustainable, with many
hidden risks. There are some
companies and individuals who
do not pay attention to
investment and long-term
development.

Hien said a sustainable
development is only secured if
there are good investment
strategies that keep in balance
the benefits of both businesses
and the community. The goal of
Bianfishco is to be committed to
the country's seafood sector and
farmers in the long term. That's
why Bianfishco has decided to

build the first private seafood
research institute in Vietnam and
invite international experts to
cooperate. The objectives of the
institute are to carry out research
on new technologies and apply
them; to produce breeding stock;
to research and produce feed,
medicine and vaccines; to
develop standards for food
safety and to detail the origin of
the seafood; to study local and
international markets; to map out
long term plans for market
development and build
distribution chains; and to create
a value chain for fra fish
products. The institute will also
support exporters and farmers in
various areas.

Tra is a valuable fish with white
meat that is high in Omega 3 and
DHA and it is favored by
consumers around the world,

Hien said. This is why Bianfishco
wants to establish the research
institute to create hundreds of
quality products for different
markets. The institute will also
conduct research on other kinds
of seafood so as to diversify the
company’s product portfolio to
make more profit. Bianfishco
expects that climate change will
create difficulties for the seafood
industry, and the tra fish sector in
particular. As a result, the
institute will try to find new
techniques to raise fra fish in
brackish and salt water to ensure
sustainable development.

Hien said she spent decades
working in different sectors like
wood, tourism and real estate
and was successful. Seafood is
the sector she has enjoyed
working in the most and she
wanted to build modern factories
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and find experts to build a strong
brand with high quality products.
Not only has she tried to ensure
jobs for thousands of workers but
she has also made efforts to
bring Vietnamese tra fish to the
world market. Her motto is that
the company can only grow
when the workers live well and
fish farmers are rich,

Bianfishco always puts quality
first and operates based on quality
standards, Hien said, noting that
the company has never received
any complaint regarding shipment
quality. Working towards quality
standards is important for the
company, considering major

markets in the US and Europe
care a great deal about quality

and Vietnam's Ministry of
Agriculture and Rural
Development has strengthened
quality control on seafood
products.

Many foreign partners and
importers have signed long term
contracts with Bianfishco. The
company is implementing man
breakthrough projects and it
plans to open a major factory for
value added products with
modern facilities. This new plant
will produce various export
products including shrimp, fish,
squid and clam.
